

	Our Curriculum

	For our children to truly flourish, they must be equipped with more than just the essential academic, artistic, and athletic skills. We ensure our curriculum is aspirational, sustainable and inclusive. It is designed to broaden, deepen and consolidate children’s knowledge and understanding whilst providing the space for them to branch out and engage in personal enquiry appropriate to their age and stage of development.
Learning makes use of the real-life opportunities presented by our unique setting. Personal development sits at the heart of our curriculum with our core values of  Compassion, Curiosity and Courage  (and the associated behaviours of Responsibility, Respect and Resilience) underpinning all that we do. On leaving Kennet Valley School, we want our children to be identifiable by their virtues, words and deeds,  showing compassion to all, learning with curiosity and having the courage to be true to themselves.
At Kennet Valley, we deliver an ambitious, knowledge-based curriculum that aims to inspire pupils’ curiosity to know more about their own locality and the wider world. Our curriculum helps pupils gain both disciplinary and substantive knowledge alongside transferable learning skills. We actively teach our children about diversity, wellbeing, relationships, citizenship, physical health and positive learning behaviours through both core and foundation subjects, in addition to discreet lessons where appropriate.  The model below illustrates how our curriculum builds in layers with the ‘small but mighty’ child at the heart.
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To support our children in knowing more and remembering more, we teach some of our subjects in blocks. The  blocks enable us to immerse our children in an enquiry, adding depth to their knowledge. They also allow us to interleave learning.
Within each subject, our curriculum builds upon prior knowledge and is carefully sequenced within and between phases,. Links are made to other subject areas to support them in long term understanding. Between blocks, current affairs and other curriculum areas allow us to continually revisit  and embed key skills and knowledge. Communicating their knowledge confidently is important and so we aim to provide a range of opportunities to promote this within our lessons.

The subjects delivered in blocks are Science, History, Geography, Art and Design, Design Technology and Music. The Long Term planning for these blocks is arranged over a two year cycle. Within each year, the blocks have been chosen to support one another, providing natural links that strengthen learning where appropriate.

Each long term the children will cover at least one block of each subject; in Key Stage Two there will usually be two Science blocks in a term. Each block starts with a ‘launch’ lesson in which the children share what they already know about the topic, learn what the key questions are that they will learn to answer, discuss and define the ‘Big 6’ (six key words for the block) and start to learn the Fab-5 ( five key learning points).

Across the block, the children return to the Big 6 and Fab 5 frequently to help them to secure the core knowledge. They also take part in a variety of learning experiences to deepen their knowledge and understanding of the subject. At the end of the block the children complete a ‘landing’ task which provides the opportunity for the children to apply and celebrate their learning. These tasks are often written, but may be presented orally to peers, another class or parents.

Subjects which are not taught in blocks, (RE, PSHCE, ICT, PE and, in KS2, French) are delivered on a two-year rolling cycle. Typically, these have been created from schemes of work which were initially written for single age classes that have been adapted to bring themes from more than one year group together to ensure that children are suitably supported and challenged in their learning.

	Teaching and Learning Principles

	Lesson Design 
Based on research gathered by the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF), our geography lessons are structured in a way that optimises learning for all children.  Lesson elements may have different priorities based on the needs of the class, and the prior learning, but will support all children in accessing the lesson. In many lessons there will be an element of reading and within a sequence of lessons we will always provide suggested quality texts to deepen children’s knowledge and understanding.

Elements of a Lesson at Kennet Valley: 
Retrieval: 
A short, task where they will be required to retrieve previously gained knowledge. The children may have acquired this knowledge in a previous lesson, unit of work or even a previous year group. This task is designed to strengthen our pupils’ memories of key knowledge, enabling them to permanently remember and make progress across the curriculum. 
Vocabulary: 
Children will be introduced to key vocabulary at the beginning of the lesson. They will be challenged to learn the meaning of these words and apply them correctly during the lesson. Teachers may provide children with actions, or visual representations to match each of these words, to support the children in remembering them. Often these will be the ‘Big 6’ words identified as key to the block however occasionally they will be words specific to the content of the session.
Teach: 
The teacher will share the core knowledge for the lesson with the children. This is an opportunity for children to listen to the teachers explanations and question to ensure understanding. Older children are encouraged to take notes. The teacher will model how to apply this knowledge and together the class will rehearse the learning. 
Applying learning/practicing new learning:
Children then work with a partner, in a small group, independently or with adult prompt to complete a short task or discuss new information. Children will be expected to apply their understanding of the new learning. We encourage discussion to deepen understanding, and feedback is given throughout the lesson to address any misconceptions. Tasks may recorded in books, but the focus in always on the learning rather than recording. 
 Recap and Review:
Finally, children will collectively recap and review their learning and reflect on the knowledge and skills gained and its relationship to other learning.  This celebration of success is an important part of our lesson design as it allows the teacher to consider any adjustments to future planned lessons. 

	Intended Outcomes

	As our children progress through school, our curriculum ensures that when children leave us at the end of Year 6, they have had an introduction to the essential knowledge that they need to be educated global citizens. They are able to communicate their knowledge and understanding confidently and are developing a secure understanding of the world they live in. Their curiosity has been developed across a range of subjects through exposure to the best that has been thought and said across peoples, places and time. Additionally, it has enabled them to appreciate the diversity of human creativity and achievement. Ultimately, it will mean that as they progress onto secondary school, the knowledge and understanding they have gained will set a firm foundation on which further learning can be built.
	By the end of Early Years Foundation Stage, our pupils will have started to develop:
Emotional skills – 
· The ability name feelings.
·  Rules that relate to how we treat one another
· Their understanding of what it means to belong
· An awareness of how other children might feel

Cognitive skills – 
· The ability to say what they do well and what they find trickier
· The knowledge that getting better at something takes hard work and effort
· The ability to predict what the result of their actions might be on other people

Social skills – 
· About the ways their actions can impact their peers
· How to include others in their learning and play.

	By the end of KS1, our pupils will be developing:
Emotional skills – 
· Ways  to manage their feelings around change. 
· The ability to name  some of the communities that they belong to and talk about the shared values that these hold. 
· The understanding that some rules only apply in some places. 

Cognitive skills – 
· The ability to identify their strengths and limitations as learners. 
· The knowledge that mistakes and struggle are part of the learning process. of how to help themselves when they are struggling with their learning. 
· The knowledge and understanding of some ways that people and places are  the interconnected and interdependent.

Social skills – 
· The knowledge and understanding of how their choices and actions affect others in their immediate environment.
·  The ability to work as part of a team, taking on a range of roles.
	By the end of KS2, our pupils will have developed:
Emotional skills – 
· The ability to manage their feelings around change and to find imaginative solutions to problems.  
· A range of strategies that enable them to be resilient in the face of challenge. 
· The knowledge and understanding that they belonging to a range of communities with whom they share values and responsibilities as well as an understanding of their rights, and the rights of others, shown through respect, empathy and solidarity for diversity and difference. 

Cognitive skills – 
· The ability to evaluate their own strengths and limitations as a learners, monitor their own progress and take responsibility for seeking help where necessary. 
· The knowledge, understanding and ability to think critically about issues, including understanding the interconnectedness /interdependency of people and places.

Social skills – 
· The knowledge and understanding of how their choices and actions affect others locally, nationally and globally, alongside the ability to act effectively and responsibly with this in mind.
